PSAP Call County Issue (City of Roanoke)

Mr. Marzolf presented the following email request made by Mr. Ron Wade, City of Roanoke
regarding FY2002 PSAP call count:



“We have been trying since last July to get all the wireless providers cut over. We have
not been able to accomplish this. However, based on call counts with just two vendors
(NTELOS and Sprint) we have experienced 7.5 percent and 8.5 percent. Based on these
two, without the major players in our area, the call counts will be much higher than the
10.42 percent.

I would like to request that our true-up be extended until we can get all carriers cut over
and get some accurate call counts.”

Due to the lack of a motion from a board member to approve, this request was denied,
therefore, it will stand as current policy.
