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Introduction



In accordance with Section 2.2-226 of the Code of Virginia, the Secretary of Technology is required to approve the information technology (IT) plans developed by Commonwealth agencies and institutions of higher education.  The planning process introduced this year had both a short and long term goal.  The short-term goal was to use the planning cycle for the 2002-2004-budget biennium to introduce agencies and institutions (herein referred to as agencies) to the principles and best practices of Information Technology Investment Management (ITIM).  Through preparation of an abbreviated IT strategic plan, agencies were asked to look at information resources and information technology projects as investments within a strategic investment portfolio that supports the agency’s mission.  Through the introduction of an automated Technology Portfolio, agencies were also, for the first time, asked to share information about current and planned IT investments.  The long-term goal and primary benefit of ITIM-based IT strategic planning is to better enable agencies to consistently make the right IT investment decisions that best support core business activities, respond to agency customers, and achieve overall value and operational excellence.

In July of this year, the Secretary of Technology issued “Guidelines for IT Strategic Planning”.  The guidelines were coordinated with and had the full support of the Department of Planning and Budget (DPB) ), creating integrated strategic business planning and IT planning processes for state agencies.  The guidance identified overarching strategies and initiatives that affect all Commonwealth agencies and provided a framework for the development of agency IT strategic plans.  Copies of the planning guidance can be obtained from the Department of Technology Planning (DTP) or from the DTP Website at www.dtp.state.va.us.  

Plans were submitted in three parts.  Part one provided basic agency administrative information.  Part two provided information about the agency’s IT strategic direction in support of the agency’s mission.  The narrative section of the plan included a snapshot of current IT projects, an IT vision for the future, and the agency’s short-term and long-term business issues.  For business issues with IT impact, the IT strategies, funding requirements and measures of success were identified.  Part three provided the agency’s current Technology Portfolio.  The Portfolio organizes agency inventory information from a business driven, application portfolio perspective.  Information from the system is used to: support both Commonwealth and agency IT strategic planning; capture a current or “As Is” view of the Commonwealth IT architecture; facilitate migration planning towards a conceptual or “To Be” Commonwealth IT architecture (currently under development); allow agencies to share information about their current portfolios; and better inform the overall Commonwealth IT management process.  The Technology Portfolio consists of six profiles:

· Agency Description

· Hardware

· Network

· Security

· Applications, and 

· Software Infrastructure
Several components of the Technology Portfolio are linked together in a hierarchy.  Specifically, each application is linked to the core business activities and key customers it supports, and to its associated hardware.  Appendix C provides a listing of each agency’s major business applications, the application’s current status and the core business activity it supports.  The Technology Portfolio is housed on the DTP Website.  Access to view the portfolio can be obtained from DTP.  Data from the portfolio can also be exported to Microsoft Access to meet additional information requirements.

DTP has completed a review of all agency IT Strategic Plans submitted for the 2002-2004 budget biennium.  This review included an assessment and evaluation of the incorporation of the Commonwealth’s IT Planning Guidance into the agencies’ IT strategic plans.  Based on DTP’s recommendations, the Secretary of Technology approved, approved with comment or disapproved the IT Strategic Plans.  “Approved,” indicates that the agency plan clearly demonstrated adherence to the published guidance and reflected an understanding of ITIM – based IT strategic planning.  “Approved with comment,” indicates that the plan generally adhered to the published guidance but was found lacking in some particular area and requires additional clarification.  “Disapproved” indicates the plan failed to comply with the published guidance and lacks essential information.  The approval status of the Secretariat of Administration’s IT Strategic Plans is summarized in Appendix A.

The overall assessment of agency planning within the Secretariat of Administration is mixed.  Most agencies successfully adopted the principles of ITIM based IT strategic planning.  The plans, however, revealed varying levels of understanding of IT investment management among the agencies.  Some agencies clearly understood IT investment management principles and were able to align technology initiatives with their critical business issues.  Other agencies did not fully grasp the concepts and intent of ITIM and focused their plans upon IT issues instead of business issues.  In a few cases, agencies did not provide adequate funding or project information.  The Board of Elections did not submit a plan.
Overall, the results of the planning effort pointed out the fact that additional training is needed in order to bring all agencies to a full understanding of ITIM.  Due to the timing and scheduling of this year’s budget cycle, DTP did not conduct formal ITIM training before the cycle.  Such training might have yielded better results from the agencies planning efforts.  In conjunction with future IT strategic planning cycles, DTP will work with agencies to refine the planning process and expand overall agency knowledge of ITIM best practices.  Through planned workshops, information sharing, and the publication of appropriate policies, standards, and guidelines, all agencies should advance to a higher maturity level of IT investment management.

This summary report includes data from the plans and the technology portfolios submitted by all agencies in the Secretariat, regardless of the approval or disapproval status of any individual plan.  In addition, in an effort to put future plans into perspective, an overview of the Secretariat’s current technology environment, IT expenditures and staffing is included.  Fiscal year 2001 IT expenditure data by agency was obtained from the Department of Accounts database and the Department of Planning and Budget.  All expenditure data includes IT personnel costs.  IT staff FTE estimates by agency were derived using the Department of Human Resource Management Personnel Management Information System data.
Secretariat Overview



The Secretariat of Administration provides oversight for 12 agencies that vary in size and complexity.  .  The Virginia Veterans Care Center were not required to submit a plan because the office is composed of one Project Manager who manages a completely outsourced facility.  The State Board of Elections did not submit an IT Strategic Plan.

Administration agencies play a central role in supporting state and local government agencies and their staffs.  The legislatively mandated functions of the 12 agencies include providing services touching every state and local agency, private citizen, private business, and state classified worker.  The business conducted by these agencies includes key government human resource functions, procurement regulation for all public bodies, protection of citizens’ rights, regulation of charitable gaming, privatization of government business, management of state facilities, and numerous other important functions and activities.  This broad reach is supported by a strong customer service orientation in agency IT strategic plans.
In FY 2001, agencies in the Secretariat of Administration expended more than  $11 million on information technology, roughly two percent of the total IT expenditures within state government.  Chart 1 provides the expenditure levels for the eleven Administration agencies that submitted plans.  Four of the 11 reporting Administration agencies account for 94% of the funds expended for IT expenditures.  Of these four, the State Board of Elections has the highest expenditures for fiscal year 2001, at nearly $3.7 million.

CHART 1.
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Chart 2 provides full time equivalent (FTE) IT staff for each Administration agency.  IT expenditures may vary considerably from year to year within an agency but classified IT staff counts tend to be more stable.  The FTE counts for Administration agencies provide a different perspective.  Of the agencies that submitted IT strategic plans, six have no in-house IT staff.  Only the Department of Human Resource Management and the Department of General Services (DGS) have staffs large enough to provide focused expertise in multiple areas.

CHART 2.
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Chart 3 provides the IT expenditures as a percentage of each agency’s total expenditures.  These figures provide a meter of IT activity for the fiscal year.  The exceptionally large percentage for the Board of Elections is due to a major systems development and system replacement effort.  The high percentage of IT spending, as a percentage of total budget, indicates a dependence on outsourced support and the leveraging of IT services to meet business requirements.  Charts 2 and 3, taken together, show that the Department of Veterans Affairs (DVA), Commonwealth Competition Council (CCC) and the Charitable Gaming Commission (CGC) are reliant on outsourcing to maximize the effectiveness of other limited resources.

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Significant Secretariat Technology Trends 



Administration agencies, both large and small, reported significant IT successes.  Administration agencies make good use of Internet resources in conducting agency business.  They increasingly use telecommunications and mobile computing resources to provide stable, up-to-date, office technology and communications.  Agencies report taking advantage of opportunities to work smarter, conserve staff resources, provide 24 by 7 access to customers, improve security, ensure disaster recovery, improve services in satellite offices, and keep pace with policy and legislative changes.

Across Administration agencies, the following trends are evident: 

· Agencies identify inadequate funding as an obstacle to fully employing IT as an enabler.

· Agencies want to take full advantage of the Internet in serving their customers.

· Several agencies are focusing on making quality improvements through implementing IT work tracking systems.

· Agencies want to standardize their IT environment to reduce support costs.

· Agencies wish to move away from mainframe applications and inadequate legacy systems.

· Agencies are beginning to consider other state agencies, local agencies, and other business units when addressing needs, opportunities, problems, and solutions.

· Agencies are highly customer focused in their decision-making.

Many of these trends mirror those in state agencies.

Significant Secretariat Initiatives 



A review of agency plans reflects three major initiatives within the Secretariat of Administration.  Appendix B provides a listing of the planned IT projects by agency within the Secretariat.  Of the over sixty planned projects supporting these initiatives, the Departments of General Services and Human Resource Management reported the majority of the planned projects.  The three significant initiatives noted in Administration are as follows.

· Web and Applications Enhancements

In accordance with the e-Government initiative, several agencies within Administration are migrating processes and services to the Web.  For example, DGS plans to provide Web front ends to several databases for improved customer access.  DGS also plans to vastly expand the eVA procurement system.  Many other agencies are also planning to improve Web interfaces for customers.  The Board of Elections did not submit a plan, but does in fact have large IT expenditures tied to a major systems development effort to update the voting equipment and voting process in the Commonwealth.

· Infrastructure Upgrades 

Almost half the projects planned within the Secretariat are aimed at upgrading infrastructure components other than applications.  The infrastructure upgrades include software upgrades, database or application replacements, hardware upgrades, and telecommunications enhancements or replacements. DGS plans to provide common user computing environments by replacing aging desktop hardware with server-based computing.  DGS also expects to deploy new content management and other computing tools more widely across their business units.  The Department of Human Resource Management plans to enhance the tool sets available to agencies and employees.

· Security enhancements 

Other planned projects within the Secretariat of Administration are aimed at improving the security of IT assets. Specifically, DGS has a project to strengthen their overall security program and the Department of Human Resource Management plans to improve its disaster recovery capabilities.  

Secretariat Issues



Within the strategic plans, agencies have identified obstacles that could negatively influence future IT efforts.  Looking forward, the following issues are emerging across the Secretariat:

· Growing Digital Divide 

Small agencies will have difficulty funding timely upgrades of infrastructure and connectivity that meet minimally acceptable standards in larger agencies.  Small agencies, by trying to upgrade some desktops each year, will end up with operating system and software mixes that would be difficult for even the largest agency to manage.  The bulk of the small agencies are heavily reliant on expensive outsourcing because they lack IT staff.  

· Reengineering of Administrative Systems

Large agencies, for various reasons, describe their existing administrative systems as in need of reengineering.  Several Administration agencies mention a need for improved contact and incident tracking systems.  Large agencies want to move from mainframe to client-server systems and Web-enabled applications.

· Adequate Funding

The one issue that spans most Administration Secretariat agencies is concern about funding for IT.  Small agencies could vastly expand their use of information technology as an enabler with relatively small amounts of money.  Smaller agencies are having difficulty providing a consistent desktop environment and completing the automation of basic business functions.  Budget fluctuations associated with periodic computing infrastructure upgrades seem excessive in smaller agencies.  Large agencies such as the Department of Human Resources, with a need to replace major systems with statewide implications, also have difficulty garnering support for major budget increases.  The lack of funds will increase the importance of cost benefit analysis and IT Investment Management (ITIM).
Conclusion



The IT Strategic Plans provided by the agencies within the Secretariat of Administration reflect a broad and growing dependence on technology.  Even the smallest of agencies sees IT as an efficiency enhancer and communications enabler.  Agencies are eager for the opportunity to use IT to improve the way they do business.  The plans demonstrate the vision and creativity of Administration agencies.  Each agency is finding innovative ways to improve government by providing needed technology tools and information for decision-making.  The citizens of the Commonwealth and other customers of Administration Agencies will benefit greatly from implementation of the proposed plans.
