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Introduction



In accordance with Section 2.2-226 of the Code of Virginia, the Secretary of Technology is required to approve the information technology (IT) plans developed by Commonwealth agencies and institutions of higher education.  The planning process introduced this year had both a short and long term goal.  The short-term goal was to use the planning cycle for the 2002-2004-budget biennium to introduce agencies and institutions (herein referred to as agencies) to the principles and best practices of Information Technology Investment Management (ITIM).  Through preparation of an abbreviated IT strategic plan, agencies were asked to look at information resources and information technology projects as investments within a strategic investment portfolio that supports the agency’s mission.  Through the introduction of an automated Technology Portfolio, agencies were also, for the first time, asked to share information about current and planned IT investments.  The long-term goal and primary benefit of ITIM-based IT strategic planning is to better enable agencies to consistently make the right IT investment decisions that best support core business activities, respond to agency customers, and achieve overall value and operational excellence.

In July of this year, the Secretary of Technology issued “Guidelines for IT Strategic Planning”.  The guidelines were coordinated with and had the full support of the Department of Planning and Budget (DPB), creating integrated strategic business planning and IT planning processes for state agencies.  The guidance identified overarching strategies and initiatives that affect all Commonwealth agencies and provided a framework for the development of agency IT strategic plans.  Copies of the planning guidance can be obtained from the Department of Technology Planning (DTP) or from the DTP Website at www.dtp.state.va.us.  

Plans were submitted in three parts. Part one provided basic agency administrative information.  Part two provided information about the agency’s IT strategic direction in support of the agency’s mission.  The narrative section of the plan included a snapshot of current IT projects, an IT vision for the future, and the agency’s short-term and long-term business issues.  For business issues with IT impact, the IT strategies, funding requirements and measures of success were identified.  Part three provided the agency’s current Technology Portfolio. The Portfolio organizes agency inventory information from a business driven, application portfolio perspective.  Information from the system is used to: support both Commonwealth and agency IT strategic planning; capture a current or “As Is” view of the Commonwealth IT architecture; facilitate migration planning towards a conceptual or “To Be” Commonwealth IT architecture (currently under development); allow agencies to share information about their current portfolios; and better inform the overall Commonwealth IT management process.  The Technology Portfolio consists of six profiles:
· Agency Description

· Hardware

· Network

· Security

· Applications, and 

· Software Infrastructure.

Several components of the Technology Portfolio are linked together in a hierarchy.  Specifically, each application is linked to the core business activities and key customers it supports, and to its associated hardware. Appendix C provides a listing of each agency’s major business applications, the application’s current status and the core business activity it supports.  The Technology Portfolio is housed on the DTP Website.  Access to view the portfolio can be obtained from DTP.  Data from the portfolio can also be exported to Microsoft Access to meet additional information requirements. 

DTP has completed a review of all agency IT Strategic Plans submitted for the 2002-2004 budget biennium.  This review included an assessment and evaluation of the incorporation of the Commonwealth’s IT Planning Guidance into the agencies’ IT strategic plans.  Based on DTP’s recommendations, the Secretary of Technology approved, approved with comment or disapproved the IT Strategic Plans.  “Approved,” indicates that the agency plan clearly demonstrated adherence to the published guidance and reflected an understanding of ITIM – based IT strategic planning.  “Approved with comment,” indicates that the plan generally adhered to the published guidance but was found lacking in some particular area and requires additional clarification.  “Disapproved” indicates the plan failed to comply with the published guidance and lacks essential information.  The approval status of the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade’s IT Strategic Plans is summarized in Appendix A.  The only exception is the Virginia Tourism Authority Corporation, which was not required to submit an IT Strategic Plan. 

The overall assessment of agency planning within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade is good.  All of the Secretariat’s IT Strategic Plans were approved without any comments.  The agencies successfully adopted the principles of ITIM based IT strategic planning.  The plans did, however, reveal varying levels of understanding of IT investment management among the agencies.  Some agencies clearly understood IT investment management principles and were able to align technology initiatives with their critical business issues. Two such agencies are the Virginia Employment Commission and the Department of Mines, Minerals, and Energy.  Their IT Strategic Plans illustrated, in an exemplary manner, how IT can effectively support business issues.  These plans have been selected for consideration as “Best Practices” models for IT Strategic Planning within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade.  Other agencies did not fully grasp the concepts and intent of ITIM and focused their plans upon IT issues instead of business issues.  In a few cases, agencies did not provide adequate funding or project information.  
Overall, the results of the planning effort pointed out the fact that additional training is needed in order to bring all agencies to a full understanding of ITIM.  Due to the timing and scheduling of this year’s budget cycle, DTP did not conduct formal ITIM training before the cycle.  Such training might have yielded better results from the agencies planning efforts.  In conjunction with future IT strategic planning cycles, DTP will work with agencies to refine the planning process and expand overall agency knowledge of ITIM best practices.  Through planned workshops, information sharing, and the publication of appropriate policies, standards, and guidelines, all agencies should advance to a higher maturity level of IT investment management.

This summary report includes data from the plans and the technology portfolios submitted by all agencies in the Secretariat, regardless of the approval or disapproval status of any individual plan.  In addition, in an effort to put future plans into perspective, an overview of the Secretariat’s current technology environment, IT expenditures and staffing is included. Fiscal year 2001 IT expenditure data by agency was obtained from the Department of Accounts database and the Department of Planning and Budget.  All expenditure data includes IT personnel costs.  IT staff FTE estimates by agency were derived using the Department of Human Resource Management Personnel Management Information System data.


Overview



The Secretariat of Commerce and Trade consists of fifteen relatively small agencies, authorities and commissions, and one large agency, representing diverse customer needs.  The Virginia Economic Development Partnership, the Virginia Housing Development Authority, the Virginia Resources Authority and the Virginia Tourism Corporation, because of their status as authorities, were not required to submit an IT Strategic Plan.  The Secretariat for Commerce and Trade spent over $20,000,000 on information technology, including personnel costs, over the last fiscal year (FY2001), representing approximately 3% of the total IT expenditures within state government.  Over 50% of these expenditures, almost $12,000,000 went to support one large agency, the Virginia Employment Commission.  (Ref. Chart 1.)

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A similar distribution exists for IT staffing within the secretariat, with VEC employing over half the IT staff, while some very small commissions or agencies have no IT staff.  (Reference Chart 2.)
CHART 2.
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Chart 3 provides a different view of the Secretariat expenditures.  While the Employment Commission has both the largest staff and expenditures, the investment in IT as a percentage of overall expenditures is lower than over half of the other agencies in the Secretariat.  The Department of Professional and Occupational Regulation is the 4th in IT spending and personnel but is the highest in percentage of spending.  This reflects the importance of IT in the accomplishment of its core business activities.

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Overall IT success within the Secretariat is demonstrated by the ability to effectively adapt to and support many diverse customers’ needs. The Secretariat’s successes are exemplified by the Virginia Employment Commission’s ability to respond, via the Internet, to 10 million job seekers per month, and by the Milk Commission’s staff performing data entry on behalf of “technology agnostic” constituents such as the Mennonite and German Baptist communities.  
Secretariat IT Trends Analysis



Within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade, the agencies are making progress toward full realization of the Commonwealth’s e-government initiative.  All agencies have established a Web presence with substantial agency and service information available online, including
required forms. Additionally, all agencies are evaluating information technology upgrades or migration paths to continue to improve the availability and quality of services online.  

Looking forward, five trends are emerging within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade:
· Enhancement of Websites to accept, process, and report the status of permits, licenses and applications online.

· The development of electronic commerce services (i.e., buying, selling and paying for goods and services online).

· Migration from, or integration of, legacy applications to Web platforms.

· Leveraging wireless technology and remote access technology to support field reporting and remote workforce computing.

· Integration of Geographic Information Systems (GIS) data into applications, and making them available to customers.
Many of these trends mirror those in state agencies.


Significant Secretariat Initiatives


A review of IT Strategic Plans reveals several significant initiatives underway within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade.  Each initiative incorporates several major projects.  Major IT projects are those that will require extensive resources or may have a significant impact on the citizens of the Commonwealth.  A listing of IT projects within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade can be found in Appendix B.  
The significant initiatives within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade can be classified in the following six areas:

· Web-Enabled Permits, Licenses, and Applications 

Following the successful lead by the Department of Mines, Minerals and Energy, other agencies are implementing integrated, on-line “permitting and licensing” applications.  Some examples include the Virginia Race Commission race permit system, the Department of Labor and Industry lead and asbestos abatement permits, and child work permits project, and the Virginia Employment Commission unemployment benefits application system.  These Web-enabled systems will allow users to apply for, pay for, and follow the status of permits, licenses, and claims applications via the Internet.  

· E-Marketing  

In order to promote economic growth, several of the agencies are exploring ways to leverage information technology as a marketing tool. Taking a lead in this area is the Virginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer Service (VDACS), with  three IT projects aimed at promoting economic growth:

1) Perhaps aptly referred to as “Dirt Road to E-street”, VDACS plans to offer individual farmers the opportunity to create their own Websites under the VDACS Website;

2) VDACS plans to provide a real-time “Virtual Farmers Market” to connect wholesale produce buyers and sellers;

3) VDACS plans to Webcast the “Virtual Virginia Food and Beverage Tradeshow”, simultaneous with the actual live tradeshow, to expand its market to buyers or sellers who are unable to physically attend.

· Geographic Information System Integration 

With the advent of the Commonwealth GIS Metadata standards produced by Virginia Geographical Information Network (VGIN) in 2000, the Department of Forestry (e.g., Riparian Forest Buffer project) and the Department of Mines, Minerals and Energy (e.g., Groundwater Analysis project) are expanding their use of GIS data.  These systems will integrate GIS data in applications for analysis, reporting, and interactive mapping and will allow data to be shared with local governments (e.g., Wise County).

· Infrastructure Upgrade/Application Reengineering 

The transition to e-government has led to both the strategic upgrading of infrastructure and to the reengineering of legacy applications.  Several of the larger agencies in the Secretariat have multi-year, phased projects to migrate their current information systems to e-platforms.  In addition, these projects support the Commonwealth’s “Government without Boundaries” initiative.  Examples of these projects include the Virginia Department of Agricultural and Consumer Services’ migration of 28 legacy applications, the Department of Forestry’s integrated relational database and data warehouse; and the Department of Labor and Industry’s major boiler safety application. 

The Electronic Access to the Government Licensing and Enforcement System, i.e., “EAGLES project”, is a multi-year, multi-million dollar project planned by the Department of Professional and Occupation Regulation for completion in June 30, 2003.  This system will replace legacy applications with an integrated system so that licensing, electronic payments, status reporting, complaint processing, and investigations can be processed via the Web. 

· Collaborative Information Sharing 

In an effort to support on-going work flow efficiencies, agencies are exploring opportunities to use the Internet to both exchange and receive information with parties outside their agency. 

Across communities -

1) The Department of Mines, Minerals and Energy is partnering with business development organizations to share reclamation information, and with educational programs, to share geological and mineral data. 

2) The Department of Labor and Industry is establishing an online exchange with the Naval Apprenticeship program.

3) The Department of Minority Business Enterprise is partnering with the Hispanic Chambers of Commerce for data exchange.

Within state government -

1) The Virginia Employment Commission is supporting the “Workforce Investment Act (WIA) One-Stop” Website, whereby WIA qualifying data can be entered by citizens once, and then shared with the appropriate economic development and human resources agencies. 
2) The Virginia Racing Commission is working towards the electronic submission of fingerprints to State Police.

Across state boundaries - 

1) The Virginia Employment Commission is working together with the Mid-Atlantic Career Consortium (MACC) to track participants in the Workforce Investment Act (WIA).

2) The Virginia Racing Commission is working together with eighteen other states to share racing license information.

Across government boundaries -   
1) The Department of Mines, Minerals and Energy, and the Department of Minority Business Enterprise are establishing data exchanges with such federal agencies as the EPA and SBA.  

· Workforce Enablement 

Over the past several years, agencies have retooled the workforce-computing environment and adopted seat management concepts.  Adaptations of wireless communications and remote computing are being used for workforce training.  Over the next biennium, the agencies are focused on:
1) leveraging technology for workforce development and training, including Web-enabled training tools;

2) using remote workforce computing for satellite locations, field employees, and mobile business activities;

3) evaluating wireless alternatives as a means for supporting remote applications.
For example, the Department of Minority Business Enterprise plans to enable workforce computing from satellite locations and institute IT training and certification programs over the next two years.

· 

Secretariat Issues


Major issues that could affect the success of information technology initiatives within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade are:

· Digital Signatures 

Online permits, electronic payments, and collaborative information exchange and reporting heighten the need for strong authentication via methods such as digital signatures.

· Telecommunications Coverage

Workforce mobilization and customer accessibility across the state call attention to the need for reliable wireless statewide coverage and expanded remote access capabilities.
· Internet Security for e-Government
· Several agencies expressed interest in conducting business and processing payments through the Internet.  
· 
Small agencies with limited resources and a low volume of financial transactions need a single secure central site within the Commonwealth.
· Funding for Upgrades and Workforce Training

In order to take advantage of ongoing and proposed technology initiatives, additional funding must be made available to support reengineering efforts and workforce training. 

Conclusion



Collectively, the initiatives within the Secretariat’s IT strategic plans closely mirror those established for the Commonwealth and outlined in the Secretary of Technology planning guidance.  In the past, the agencies within the Secretariat of Commerce and Trade used collaborative efforts to leverage technology in response to their constituents’ needs.  The Secretariat’s IT Strategic Plans indicate this collaborative approach will continue and will provide significant benefits for the agencies.  The agencies, as a whole, have a strong sense of how technology will enhance and support their core business activities and the services they provide.  The strong e-Government focus of the planned IT projects shows a strategic alignment of technology with the Secretariat’s mission.
