Introduction



In accordance with Section 2.2-226 of the Code of Virginia, the Secretary of Technology is required to approve the information technology (IT) plans developed by Commonwealth agencies and institutions of higher education.  The planning process introduced this year had both a short and long term goal.  The short-term goal was to use the planning cycle for the 2002-2004-budget biennium to introduce agencies and institutions (herein referred to as agencies) to the principles and best practices of Information Technology Investment Management (ITIM).  Through preparation of an abbreviated IT strategic plan, agencies were asked to look at information resources and information technology projects as investments within a strategic investment portfolio that supports the agency’s mission.  Through the introduction of an automated Technology Portfolio, agencies were also, for the first time, asked to share information about current and planned IT investments.  The long-term goal and primary benefit of ITIM-based IT strategic planning is to better enable agencies to consistently make the right IT investment decisions that best support core business activities, respond to agency customers, and achieve overall value and operational excellence.

In July of this year, the Secretary of Technology issued “Guidelines for IT Strategic Planning”. The guidelines were coordinated with and had the full support of the Department of Planning and Budget (DPB), creating integrated strategic business planning and IT planning processes for state agencies.  The guidance identified overarching strategies and initiatives that affect all Commonwealth agencies and provided a framework for the development of agency IT strategic plans. Copies of the planning guidance can be obtained from the Department of Technology Planning (DTP) or from the DTP Website at www.dtp.state.va.us.  

Plans were submitted in three parts. Part one provided basic agency administrative information.  Part two provided information about the agency’s IT strategic direction in support of the agency’s mission.  The narrative section of the plan included a snapshot of current IT projects, an IT vision for the future, and the agency’s short-term and long-term business issues.  For business issues with IT impact, the IT strategies, funding requirements and measures of success were identified.  Part three provided the agency’s current Technology Portfolio. The Portfolio organizes agency inventory information from a business driven, application portfolio perspective.  Information from the system is used to: support both Commonwealth and agency IT strategic planning; capture a current or “As Is” view of the Commonwealth IT architecture; facilitate migration planning towards a conceptual or “To Be” Commonwealth IT architecture (currently under development); allow agencies to share information about their current portfolios; and better inform the overall Commonwealth IT management process.  The Technology Portfolio consists of six profiles:

· Agency Description

· Hardware

· Network

· Security

· Applications, and 

· Software Infrastructure.

Several components of the Technology Portfolio are linked together in a hierarchy.  Specifically, each application is linked to the core business activities and key customers it supports, and to its associated hardware.  Appendix C provides a listing of each agency’s major business applications, the application’s current status and the core business activity it supports.  The Technology Portfolio is housed on the DTP Website.  Access to view the portfolio can be obtained from DTP.  Data from the portfolio can also be exported to Microsoft Access to meet additional information requirements. 

DTP has completed a review of all agency IT Strategic Plans submitted for the 2002-2004 budget biennium.  This review included an assessment and evaluation of the incorporation of the Commonwealth’s IT Planning Guidance into the agencies’ IT strategic plans.  Based on DTP’s recommendations, the Secretary of Technology approved, approved with comment or disapproved the IT Strategic Plans.  “Approved,” indicates that the agency plan clearly demonstrated adherence to the published guidance and reflected an understanding of ITIM – based IT strategic planning.  “Approved with comment,” indicates that the plan generally adhered to the published guidance but was found lacking in some particular area and requires additional clarification.  “Disapproved” indicates the plan failed to comply with the published guidance and lacks essential information.  The approval status of the Secretariat of Health and Human Resources IT Strategic Plans is summarized in Appendix A.

The overall assessment of agency planning within the Secretariat of Health and Human Resources is good.  Most agencies demonstrated a clear understanding of IT investment management principles and were generally able to align technology initiatives with their critical business issues.  For example, the Department of Social Services  (DSS) illustrated, in an exemplary manner, how IT can effectively support agency core business activities.  The DSS plan has been selected as a “Best Practice” for IT Strategic Planning within the Secretariat of Health and Human Resources.  Several agencies within the Secretariat did not fully grasp the detailed concepts of ITIM and focused their plans on IT issues instead of business issues.  When business issues were supported by significant IT strategies, agencies often did not provide adequate funding or project information.  DTP recommends that the Department of Rehabilitative Services (DRS), Woodrow Wilson Rehabilitative Center (WWRC), Virginia Board for People with Disabilities (VBPD), Virginia Department for the Visually Handicapped (VDVH), and the Department of the Deaf and Hard of Hearing (DDHH), collectively known as the Disability Services Agencies (DSA), submit one consolidated IT Strategic Plan for all future planning cycles.  The same IT organization supports all five agencies that make up the DSA.  Much of the same information was repeated in each of the four separate plans submitted. The Department of Rehabilitative Services (DRS) and Woodrow Wilson Rehabilitative Center (WWRC) did submit a consolidated plan; however, the three other agencies submitted separate plans. 

Overall, the results of the planning effort pointed out the fact that additional training is needed in order to bring all agencies to a full understanding of ITIM.  Due to the timing and scheduling of this year’s budget cycle DTP did not conduct formal ITIM training before the cycle.  Such training might have yielded better results from the agencies planning efforts.  In conjunction with future IT strategic planning cycles, DTP will work with agencies to refine the planning process and expand overall agency knowledge of ITIM best practices. Through planned workshops, information sharing, and the publication of appropriate policies, standards, and guidelines, all agencies should advance to a higher maturity level of IT investment management.

This summary report includes data from the plans and the technology portfolios submitted by all agencies in the Secretariat, regardless of the approval or disapproval status of any individual plan.  In addition, in an effort to put future plans into perspective, an overview of the Secretariat’s current technology environment, IT expenditures and staffing is included. Fiscal year 2001 IT expenditure data by agency was obtained from the Department of Accounts database and the Department of Planning and Budget.  All expenditure data includes IT personnel costs.  IT staff FTE estimates by agency were derived using the Department of Human Resource Management Personnel Management Information System data.
Secretariat Overview



The Secretariat of Health and Human Resources consists of ten small to large agencies representing diverse customer and computing needs.  Information technology (IT) success within the Secretariat is demonstrated by its ability to effectively adapt to and support these diverse needs, and is exemplified by the Virginia Department of Health establishing video conferencing capabilities to all thirty-five Health Districts in the Commonwealth.  The thirty-five districts include 119 health departments.  The video conferencing is used for training, communications, grievance hearings and bioterrorism networking. The Department of Medical Assistance Services (DMAS) is another example of an agency using technology to successfully meet customer needs.  DMAS has developed the Learning Network to address the educational needs of Virginia's 47,000-member provider community.  The Learning Network is a scalable comprehensive virtual training center that services remote sites across Virginia.  

IT expenditures for the past fiscal year are illustrated in Chart 1.  The Secretariat of Health and Human Resources spent over $118,925,000 on information technology, including personnel costs, over the last fiscal year (FY 2001) representing approximately 16.4% of the total IT expenditures within state government.  The Department of Social Services spent approximately forty percent of the IT expenditures within the Secretariat in the past fiscal year, while the Virginia Board for People With Disabilities only spent one tenth of one percent.  However, this data is somewhat misleading because the smaller agencies rely on the larger agencies for IT support, and the salaries for the IT support personnel are included in the larger agencies’ expenditures.

The following two examples demonstrate the reliance of smaller agencies on larger ones within the Secretariat.  In the first example, The Department of Rehabilitative Services, provides technology and other administrative and financial support to the Department for the Deaf and Hard-of-Hearing, Virginia Board for People with Disabilities, and the Virginia Department for the Visually Handicapped, collectively known as the Disability Services Agencies (DSA).  In a second example, The Department of Aging has a long-term Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) with the Virginia Department of Health (VDH) to provide Internet and e-mail capabilities.  

Chart 2 shows the distribution of IT staffing within the agencies.

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A comparison of the relative percentages spent by agencies on IT gives a different perspective.  Chart 3 reflects IT expenses as a percentage of each agency’s total expenditures.    The Department of Social Services spent approximately forty percent of the IT expenditures within the Secretariat for the past fiscal year; however, the amount was less than four percent of the department’s total expenditures.  The Department of Health Professionals spent approximately one and one half percent of the IT expenditures of the Health and Human Resources Agencies, but that amount represented almost thirteen percent of the department’s total expenditures.  

Part of the reason the IT expenditures represent such a high percentage of total agency expenditures at the Department of Health Professions is that the expenditures include support for thirteen boards.  The IT organization at DHP is charged for all of the IT expenses for each of the boards as well as the agency.  This is done to ensure all technology infrastructure is standardized as much as possible.  The boards are then charged back for the expenses incurred.

Within the Secretariat of Health and Human Resources, the agencies are continuing to progress up the e-Government maturity curve.  All agencies have established a Web presence with substantial agency and service information available online, including their required forms.   All agencies are also evaluating information technology upgrades or migration paths to improve the availability and performance of services. 

Looking forward, four significant trends with IT impact are emerging across the Secretariat:

· Additional and more pertinent information on the Web for use by the citizens of the Commonwealth such as the Health Care Geographical Search Tool;

· Increased automation and system integration, including data warehousing, for better tracking, reporting and data sharing within and among agencies; 

· More IT training for staff and clients using video conferencing, data streaming, and interactive voice response;

· Compliance with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) requirements. 

· Many of these trends mirror those in state agencies.

Significant Secretariat Initiatives



Analysis of the critical business issues and associated technology projects identified in the agency plans reveal several key initiatives within the Secretariat of Health and Human Resources.  A number of the technology projects supporting Secretariat initiatives are expected to require extensive resources and will have a significant impact on the citizens of the Commonwealth.  Appendix B provides a listing of the planned major IT projects, by agency, within the Secretariat. The significant initiatives within the Secretariat of Health and Human Resources can be classified into the following five areas: 

· Web- Enabled Applications

All of the agencies within the Secretariat have a Website.  All of the agencies have made strides in improving their Website for the benefit of their customers.  Forms are now on-line.  Data, such as child support payment information, can be viewed on-line, and health care providers in a particular region can be located on the Web.  All the agencies are moving forward with additional enhancements to Web services.  For example:

1) DSS implemented the Automated Programs for Enforcement of Child Support (APECS) Website allowing Child Support customers to view payment & case status information over the Internet.  APECS is fully operational; however, on-going enhancements and maintenance are in progress.

2) The Web Vision application will make VDH a pioneer in the health care field by processing client transaction on-line in a Web-based environment.  The application coding is complete for Phase I and users have provided positive feedback on design and functionality.

3) The Emergency Medical Services (EMS)/ Trauma Registry system will replace an existing system with a Web-enabled solution that will allow participating hospitals to report data on trauma patients.  A delay in the system deployment occurred because of security upgrade difficulties, delays in procurement of hardware resources and completion of user testing.  EMS will own the system and the VDH Rehabilitation Services will use a subset of data.  

4) DSS released a RFP and proposals were received from vendors for a Division of Licensing Programs Information System (DOLPHIN).  The system will Web-enable the license renewal and inspection components used by the Division of Licensing Programs (DOLP) inspection unit staff as they perform their duties, inspecting and licensing adult and child care facilities.  Vendor selection is ongoing.

· Increased Automation and System Integration

In order to increase efficiency, agencies are increasing automation and system integration.  With additional automation and system integration, agencies can improve information tracking, reporting and data sharing within and among agencies.  Some agencies are starting to utilize data warehousing.  Following are several noteworthy examples:

1) VDH has purchased the turnkey system Environmental Health (EH), a statewide environmental health system.  The system is currently in the implementation phase.  The system will centralize data collection and facilitate reporting of statewide EH data. This system will be of great assistance to local government. 

2) In order to streamline processes and be more customer service oriented, DMAS is implementing the Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS).  DMAS must carry out specific major health care administrative services in order to qualify for federal funds for its Medicaid program.  These services include payment of claims and other requests for payment from providers; eligibility determination; notice, hearing and appeal concerning benefits; utilization control and medical review; recovery of payments from third party payers; detection of fraud and abuse; and health care provider certification.  

3) DMHMRSAS plan to implement a Comprehensive Electronic Medical Record system when funds are available.  The system would be an electronic medical record that starts with the patient’s admission, following through to clinic services and ending with the patient’s discharge.

4) A VDH client server application, WICNet, will replace a manual check issuing system and an automated tracking system with an integrated system allowing on-site check printing and much better compliance with United States Department of Agriculture requirements.  

5) DSA plans to define requirements and procure a Vocational Rehabilitation case management application.  The application will integrate twenty-one case management applications used by functional programs throughout DSA.

6) ADAPT is the Eligibility Determination and Benefit Calculation systems for the Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF), Food Stamps and Medicaid programs.  DSS must have a Food Stamp Electronic Benefit Transfer (EBT) system in place by October 2002.  EBT is an enhancement of the ADAPT system.  A pilot program using the EBT system was implemented in October 2001. 

7) The Online Automated Services Information System (OASIS) is an on-line case management system, used by caseworkers to enter information regarding family preservation and support, child protective services, adoptions, and foster care.  The Federal Government is in the process of reviewing all state welfare compliance and performance records.  To prepare for federal child welfare reviews, DSS is developing reporting and monitoring functionality in OASIS.  

· Infrastructure Upgrade/Application Reengineering 

Significant investments have been made in networks, servers, hardware, wiring, and software within the Secretariat of Health and Human Resources, resulting in a robust, secure infrastructure.  Advances in technology, increased demand for access, and the increased needs for multimedia applications, have made these investments a beginning not an end.  Examples of current infrastructure work include:

1) DSA has aggressively upgraded agency technology to expedite services to consumers and to ensure compatibility with business, industry, and employment services.  Examples include upgrades to network wire certification standards, 100 MBPS LAN technology, servers, continued development of infrastructure redundancy in firewall, dial-up and communication circuits and operating systems, virus protection and Microsoft Office.   Further upgrades are planned.  DSA also has an initiative to implement Network Management Software.  

2) DSA is in the planning phase to provide the needed infrastructure, software, storage and retrieval components for a Document Management System.

3) A future major project for DSA is the implementation of voice over IP.  

4) All four NetWare 4.11 Local Area Network (LAN) servers at DMAS were upgraded to NetWare 5.1 and the hardware for the DMAS primary file server was upgraded.  The migration to this new operating system allows DMAS to implement an IP-only network.  

5) DMAS implemented a new backup tape library solution without user downtime or disruption of the backup cycle.  The new backup solution takes less than half the time of the older system and has the added ability to backup open files.

6) DSS plans to improve system interfaces for ADAPT, APECS and OASIS to decrease errors and manual labor.

7) DMHMRSAS is currently investigating the Virtual Private Network (VPN), Public Key Infrastructure (PKI), and wireless.  The integration of all these technologies will increase the need to evaluate and deploy additional perimeter defenses, such as intruder detection systems and multiple protocol, content scanning technology.  

· Collaborative Information Sharing 
The Health and Human Resource agencies have leveraged their IT resources by sharing information and working with other state agencies.  Following are several noteworthy examples.

1) The Department of Health Professionals is partnering with the Game and Inland Fisheries on a financial reporting system, Comprehensive Financial Information Reporting System (CFIRS).  Costs for DHP are minimal, because Game and Inland Fisheries has already paid for the initial system development.

2) The Department of Rehabilitative Services is participating in the Mid-Atlantic Career Consortium for Workforce Development along with the Virginia Employment Commission (VEC).  The purpose of the Workforce Development project is to better enable VEC to work with individuals and help them find employment.  The application will enable individuals to enter their resumes, update their resumes, search for jobs, etc.  Employers will be able to enter job postings, review resumes, etc.  VEC employees will be able to enter data in to the system about the applicant.  Participation in the Mid-Atlantic Career Consortium allows DRS to partner with VEC in application systems development.  It also allows the Federal Rehabilitation Services Administration influence over Web accessibility and requirements definition as mandated by the Workforce Investment Act. 

3) Three Virginia Workforce Investment Boards (Harrisonburg, Charlottesville, and Roanoke) and their respective One Stop Centers will contract with WWRC to prepare individuals with disabilities for employment and career advancement in information technology fields.  (The One Stop Centers house state and local agencies offering services that facilitate individuals finding employment.)

4) DRS is collaborating with Centers for Independent Living and with Virginia Tech and the University of Virginia to establish a Spinal Cord Injury Clinic in one or more underserved areas of the state. The Spinal Cord Injury Clinic will provide access to therapeutic intervention in home communities using telemedicine. 

· Training


The Health and Human Resource agencies have been very proactive in their training efforts for both staff and customers.  The following examples symbolize the importance of training and collaboration to the Health and Human Resource agencies.

1) At DSA, three Video Teleconferencing units were implemented in collaboration with the community colleges to establish tele-evaluation services of disabled secondary school students. Full implementation and expansion of the videoconferencing system is planned.
2) DSA has established a comprehensive program of professional development to promote computer skills in the functional program staff.  The program resulted in a more computer literate program staff and “super users” that provide local office technical support.  Plans are in place to enhance the program by including Web development skills in an effort to improve DSA’s Internet and Intranet presence.  

3) DMAS has developed the Learning Network to address the educational needs of Virginia's 47,000-member health provider community.  The Learning Network is a comprehensive virtual training center that services remote sites across Virginia and is scalable from small physician offices to large hospitals.

Secretariat Issues



While agencies within the Secretariat identified a number of significant issues that are critical to implementing their IT strategies, one issues is paramount:  

· Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act

The single most significant and expensive issue facing the Secretariat is the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) of 1996.  HIPAA is a federal law that covers all medical and other records related to health insurance.  HIPAA addresses four key areas: 1) standard transactions for healthcare, 2) privacy, 3) security, and 4) national medical code sets (used for identifying health care procedures) and identifiers (national provider ID, national plan ID, and national employer ID).  Transaction standards must be met by October 2003 and compliance for the security and privacy regulations must be fully implemented by April 2003.   When new systems are put in, or old systems are modified, the HIPAA requirements must be considered and included in the system.  Preliminary estimates indicate HIPAA compliance will cost the agencies tens of millions of dollars.

Conclusion



Agencies within the Secretariat of Health and Human Resources have consistently maximized IT expenditures through collaborative efforts within the Secretariat and with other State agencies.  Collectively, the IT Strategic Plans provided by the agencies within the Secretariat position the agencies to continue to leverage technology in support of core business activities and to better respond to customer needs.  The agencies plan to accomplish their goals by continuing to Web-enable applications, increase automation and system integration, upgrade technology infrastructure, partner with other state agencies to extend limited resources, and improve training for customers.
