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Introduction



In accordance with Section 2.2-226 of the Code of Virginia, the Secretary of Technology is required to approve the information technology (IT) plans developed by Commonwealth agencies and institutions of higher education.  The planning process introduced this year had both a short and long term goal.  The short-term goal was to use the planning cycle for the 2002-2004-budget biennium to introduce agencies and institutions (herein referred to as agencies) to the principles and best practices of Information Technology Investment Management (ITIM).  Through preparation of an abbreviated IT strategic plan, agencies were asked to look at information resources and information technology projects as investments within a strategic investment portfolio that supports the agency’s mission.  Through the introduction of an automated Technology Portfolio, agencies were also, for the first time, asked to share information about current and planned IT investments.  The long-term goal and primary benefit of ITIM-based IT strategic planning is to better enable agencies to consistently make the right IT investment decisions that best support core business activities, respond to agency customers, and achieve overall value and operational excellence.

In July of this year, the Secretary of Technology issued “Guidelines for IT Strategic Planning”. The guidelines were coordinated with and had the full support of the Department of Planning and Budget (DPB), creating integrated strategic business planning and IT planning processes for state agencies.  The guidance identified overarching strategies and initiatives that affect all Commonwealth agencies and provided a framework for the development of agency IT strategic plans.  Copies of the planning guidance can be obtained from the Department of Technology Planning (DTP) or from the DTP Website at www.dtp.state.va.us.  

Plans were submitted in three parts. Part one provided basic agency administrative information.  Part two provided information about the agency’s IT strategic direction in support of the agency’s mission.  The narrative section of the plan included a snapshot of current IT projects, an IT vision for the future, and the agency’s short-term and long-term business issues.  For business issues with IT impact, the IT strategies, funding requirements and measures of success were identified.  Part three provided the agency’s current Technology Portfolio. The Portfolio organizes agency inventory information from a business driven, application portfolio perspective.  Information from the system is used to: support both Commonwealth and agency IT strategic planning; capture a current or “As Is” view of the Commonwealth IT architecture; facilitate migration planning towards a conceptual or “To Be” Commonwealth IT architecture (currently under development); allow agencies to share information about their current portfolios; and better inform the overall Commonwealth IT management process.  
The Technology Portfolio consists of six profiles:
· Agency Description

· Hardware

· Network

· Security

· Applications, and 

· Software Infrastructure.

Several components of the Technology Portfolio are linked together in a hierarchy.  Specifically, each application is linked to the core business activities and key customers it supports, and to its associated hardware. Appendix C provides a listing of each agency’s major business applications, the application’s current status and the core business activity it supports.  The Technology Portfolio is housed on the DTP Website.  Access to view the portfolio can be obtained from DTP.  Data from the portfolio can also be exported to Microsoft Access to meet additional information requirements . 

DTP has completed a review of all agency IT Strategic Plans submitted for the 2002-2004 budget biennium.  This review included an assessment and evaluation of the incorporation of the Commonwealth’s IT Planning Guidance into the agencies’ IT strategic plans.  Based on DTP’s recommendations, the secretary of Technology approved, approved with comment or disapproved.  “Approved,” indicates that the agency plan clearly demonstrated adherence to the published guidance and reflected an understanding of ITIM–based IT strategic planning.  “Approved with comment,” indicates that the plan generally adhered to the published guidance but was found lacking in some particular area and requires additional clarification.  “Disapproved” indicates the plan failed to comply with the published guidance and lacks essential information.  The approval status of the Secretariat of Technology’s IT Strategic Plans is summarized in Appendix A.

The overall assessment of agency planning within the Secretariat of Technology is good.  The agencies successfully adopted the general principles of ITIM-based IT strategic planning and demonstrated the application of those principles in their respective plans.  Both the Department of Technology Planning (DTP) and the Department of Information Technology (DIT) aligned technology initiatives with critical business issues; however, DIT failed to provide adequate funding or project information for their significant technology initiatives.
Overall, the results of the statewide planning effort pointed out the fact that additional training is needed in order to bring all agencies to a full understanding of ITIM.  Due to the timing and scheduling of this year’s budget cycle, DTP did not conduct formal ITIM training before the cycle.  Such training might have yielded better results from the agencies planning efforts.  In conjunction with future IT strategic planning cycles, DTP will work with agencies to refine the planning process and expand overall agency knowledge of ITIM best practices. Through planned workshops, information sharing, and the publication of appropriate policies, standards, and guidelines, all agencies should advance to a higher maturity level of IT investment management.

This summary report includes data from the plans and the technology portfolios submitted by all agencies in the Secretariat, regardless of the approval or disapproval status of any individual plan.  In addition, in an effort to put future plans into perspective, an overview of the Secretariat’s current technology environment, IT expenditures and staffing is included. Fiscal year 2001 IT expenditure data by agency was obtained from the Department of Accounts database and the Department of Planning and Budget.  All expenditure data includes IT personnel costs.  IT staff FTE estimates by agency were derived using the Department of Human Resource Management Personnel Management Information System data.
Secretariat Overview



The Secretariat of Technology consists of two agencies (one small and one medium sized agency) focused on providing technology planning, acquisition, data processing and related  services to the state.  Also included in the Secretariat are the Center for Innovative Technology the Virginia Information Providers Network Authority (VIPNet), and the Office of Science and Technology; however, these authorities were not required to submit IT Strategic Plans.  In addition to serving the citizens of Virginia, the Secretariat’s customers include state agencies and institutions of higher education, over 100 local governments, business and industry, and federal agencies.  Given their overall mission, the agencies are generally reliant on technology to successfully accomplish core business activities.  The technology success within the Secretariat are demonstrated by the implementation of several Web-based applications, the coordination and oversight of major statewide “e-Government” initiatives, including seat management, emergency service (911) related initiatives, and the establishment of a single, common gateway to government information by both the Virginia Geographic Information Network (VGIN) and VIPNet. 
The Secretariat of Technology spent over $51,000,000 on information technology, including personnel costs, over the last fiscal year (FY 2001) representing approximately 6.7% of the total IT expenditures within state government.  Charts 1 and 2 display the FY 2001 IT expenditures and staff (FTE) for agencies within the Secretariat.

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Chart 3 presents an analysis of IT expenditures as a percentage of overall agency expenditures.  As should be expected, given the primary mission assigned to the Department of Information Technology, over eighty-nine percent of total expenditures (89%) are IT related.  DTP spends a higher than normal percentage of overall expenditures on IT, primarily driven by pay and benefit costs.

Significant Secretariat Technology Trends 



Within the Secretariat of Technology, agencies are progressing towards a high degree of technological and IT planning maturity.  The agencies are leveraging technology to improve processes, enhance service to constituencies, and to increase productivity and efficiency in the workplace.  The overall focus of the agencies has been in support of the Commonwealth’s established technology initiatives.  Like other Commonwealth Secretariats, increased emphasis is being placed on Web-enabled applications.  

Review of the IT Strategic Plans identified three emerging trends within the Secretariat of Technology:

· Migration to Web-enabled applications, Web-based access, and enhanced Websites, to process customer related transactions and provide data and services on-line and on request;
· Continued funding constraints for full implementation of IT plans; 
· The increasing  technological sophistication of customers.
The emerging trends within the Secretariat are reflected in the types of initiatives within the agencies, as well as in the Commonwealth technology initiatives sponsored by the Secretary of Technology.

Significant Secretariat Initiatives 



Agency efforts within the Secretariat of Technology are principally focused on Commonwealth technology initiatives and supporting other agencies and secretariats.  There are very few internal IT initiatives within the agencies of the Secretariat of Technology.  The significant initiatives identified within the agencies plans are grouped under four topics, Web-enabled applications, infrastructure upgrade, digital mapping initiatives, and E-911.

· Web-Enabled Applications 

The principle focus of Web-enabled applications is to provide greater access to the public and other state agencies.  The agencies in the Secretary of Technology are developing and implementing applications that will enhance the external and internal operations of the secretariat.
DIT is developing business solutions based on currently available software and development tools.  They are in the process of defining requirements for an E-billing and Payment system and a new Budget Module.  DIT is also building a Web accessible automated back-end business process to enhance service delivery to their customers.  
The Department of Technology Planning plans to enhance its Website and is expanding its IT Strategic Planning Technology Portfolio system into a technology management system (TMS).  The TMS will include applications for IT Portfolio/Investment Management, Project Initiation and a Project “Dashboard” Reporting system, all accessible to agencies via the Web.  
DIT is supporting the development of the Commonwealth of Virginia Personal Identification Number (COVAPIN), now known as MyVirginia PIN.  Another key project proposed by DIT is a Web enabled help desk.  DIT will also work closely with the Department of General Services in implementing the Commonwealth’s e-Procurement solution, (eVA).
· Infrastructure Upgrade

DIT and DTP have implemented a desktop seat management contract.  DTP utilizes DIT’s local area network for its office automation functions.  Planned Windows 2000 and Exchange 2000 client and server migrations will provide management and staff with advanced tools to better perform daily tasks, and enhance collaborations and sharing of data.  DIT’s planned CITRIX/Metaframe will provide management and staff with a thin client desktop solution, where appropriate. This deployment of Gartner’s best practice infrastructure solutions will reduce operational and support costs, and reduce DIT’s Total Cost of Ownership.

· Digital Mapping
The SOTECH GIS is an initiative established by DTP’s Virginia Geographic Information Network (VGIN) Division.  It provides basic functionality to small agencies, the Governor’s Office and selected legislators.  The E-911 Services Board, in partnership, with VGIN, is supporting the Virginia Base Mapping Program and has fully funded the acquisition of high-resolution digital ortho-photography for the entire land base of Virginia in 2002.  The digital ortho-photography will be made available, at no cost, to Virginia’s public sector state and local entities and will provide a consistent Commonwealth-wide base for building spatial databases and supporting Geographic Information Systems.
· E-911
The Public Safety Communications Division of DTP has as its objective increasing access to the enhanced 9-1-1 network for all communications devices through focused coordination and collaboration of public safety agencies, governments and telecommunications providers throughout the Commonwealth.  The major initiatives of E-911 are: establishment of wireless E-911 within the Commonwealth; establishment of a Web site that allows both localities and wireless providers to submit funding requests and status reports online; and, the establishment of a clearinghouse of information that may be of value to localities such as sample requests for proposal, record retention information, and service implementation guides.

Secretariat Issues



Several issues face the Secretariat that could affect the success of its ongoing technology initiatives.
· Web Applications Development Resources
DTP will need skilled applications and Web developers to create applications and integrate them into the current DTP Website.  Expanded use of the website will place higher demands on DTP’s Web maintenance and administration.  Development of future applications that support program and project management will require additional resources.  The availability of funding, qualified personnel, tools and infrastructure will be key to successful development efforts.
· Organizational Change

Current authorization for the Electronic Government Implementation (e-Gov) Division ends on June 30, 2002.  The personnel, infrastructure,  and, most importantly, mission requirements of the Division must be reintegrated into the DTP organization.  The planning for the merger of personnel and other resources is subject to budget issues and other constraints.  A new Secretary of Technology will have a significant impact on the organizational structure and mission requirements of both DTP and DIT.
· Geographic Information Systems Tools and Training

As GIS data becomes more important to the Commonwealth, and efforts to collect data for GIS continue, DTP must acquire the appropriate tools and training for VGIN personnel. 
· Funding
The most significant issue for DTP and DIT is funding.  Funding is critical to the Secretariat’s ability to perform its mission successfully.  In relative terms, DTP funding requirements are small compared to most other agencies.  DIT, however, will require substantial sustained funding to be able to expand its capabilities to meet changing technology needs while maintaining current service levels.

Conclusion



The Secretariat of Technology is successfully managing its IT investment portfolio in support of core business activities.  In general, the agencies are strategically focused on support of Commonwealth technology initiatives.  Both DIT and DTP are moving to Web-enabled applications to support current and emerging mission requirements.  Organizational and budget issues will have the greatest impact on the Secretariat.
