2010 State of Information Security in the Commonwealth of Virginia Draft Report 

– Goran Gustavsson, APA 
 

 In 2006 APA issued a report reviewing Info Sec in the COV which included all 114 
agencies. 

 Purpose of this report is to provide a statewide perspective of the IS program 
compliance across the same 114 agencies. 

 Focus of report is the implementation and success of the agencies security 
programs. 

 Analysis shows 9% of 114 agencies do not have adequate security programs. 

 
SEC501 Conversion to NIST 800-53 – Benny Ambler, Vita; Jonathan Smith, VITA 

 
 CSRM is converting SEC501 to mirror NIST 800-53 format and language. 

 Goal is to make conversion without adding any new requirements. 
 The conversion will assist with syncing Standards and Guidelines with federal 

requirements. 
 Draft will be provided to Council members prior to placing on ORCA.
